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Guidelines for selecting the size of the restrictor

The rural water supply areas were designed for an average daily demand of 1,000 litres per day per property 
plus 500 litres per day per hectare. In addition, for properties equal to or greater than 35 hectares, an 
additional 1,000 litres per day were provided for each 35 hectare.
 

However, NPDC cannot guarantee supply. Network capacity, current usage and potential future connection 
requirements will need to be taken into consideration.

The level of usage for irrigation is beyond the design capabilities of NPDC’s treatment plants and reticulation 
systems.

The restrictor would be sized to allow 27 cubic metres per 24 hours to flow to the property and at least
