NPDC Zero Waste 
Events:  
All events held in council 
venues or council land 
require a waste plan. We will 
work with you to create a 
plan, order bins, and send 
your food scraps off for 
composting.

Compost Bin:  
This system is great for 
small or large quantities of 
food scraps and perfect 
if you have garden waste 
such as dried leaves, lawn 
clippings, and branches.

Worm Farm:  
This is a closed compact 
system, so can be kept 
in a shaded area like a 
porch, garage or beside a 
house/ building.

NPDC Kerbside Food 
Scraps Bin:  
Bins are collected weekly 
from residential properties 
in the New Plymouth District 
(with some exceptions). 
The food scraps are sent 
to Hampton Downs near 
Hamilton for composting 
and is included in your rates.

How to compost food scraps in New Plymouth District

Bokashi:  
Bokashi is the most 
compact and airtight 
composting system and 
is capable of taking the 
widest range of food items. 
Consider using this system 
with ShareWaste or a worm 
farm as the by-product 
needs to be buried or 
further composted.
